Rules & Regulations 

1. The KAJ Guest Program is open to NEW potential members only!
2. Previous KAJ Members are ineligible for the Guest Program.
3. Guests are allowed ONE guest opportunity.
4. KAJ members are permitted to sponsor no more than TWO adult guests per parade.
5. Sponsors are responsible for their guests and must accompany their guests at all times during

staging and on the parade route. Sponsors may face consequences if this policy is violated.
6. Guests are responsible to adhere to the KAJ code of conduct and these Rules and Regulations

at all times (including during staging). Failure to do so may result in the guest being asked to
leave the staging area, exclusion from participation in the parade, and may negatively impact
your sponsor. Sponsors may face consequences for any inappropriate actions or behavior
exhibited by their guests.

• Hold Harmless Agreement
• Rules & Regulations

Guests must return the completed application with a check for the appropriate fee as well as 
Hold Harmless Agreement(s) at least 1 week prior to the parade they are applying as a 
guest. 

NOTE: An invitation of membership may be extended to a Guest if the code of conduct is 
followed and   all KAJ Guest Program terms are met satisfactorily. The Guest fee will apply in lieu 
of the Application fee.

I understand and acknowledge that Krewe activities and parade participation can be
dangerous, and I expressly and voluntarily assume the risk of injury or other personal issues sustained
while participating in such activities whether caused by myself or others and hold the Krewe harmless.

3. Covenant Not to Sue. I further agree that I WILL NOT SUE OR MAKE CLAIM against the Krewe and its
subgrantees for damage or other losses sustained as a result of my participation in any parade activities,
Krewe functions, or Krewe work activity associated with the float.

4. Hold Harmless Agreement. I also agree to INDEMNIFY AND HOLD HARMLESS the Krewe of Ann Jeffrey
and its subgrantees from all claims, judgments, and costs, including but not limited to attorney’s fees, and
to reimburse them for any expenses whatsoever incurred in connection with an action brought by myself,
on my behalf or resulting from injury to myself as a result of my participation in any Krewe related event.

KAJ KREWE PARADE PARTICIPATION 
RULES AND REGULATIONS 

 
Ø Guests are the responsibility of their sponsor, and the sponsor must accompany the guest at all times 

during the parade (including pre-parade staging area). Sponsors may face consequences if this policy 
is violated.  

 
Ø Do not on/off load while the float is moving without the help of a Batista Security Team Member. 

No one expects to fall, but it happens, and can better be avoided with assistance. 
 

Ø Guests are not permitted on the front bow nor the top back section of the float during the parade 
(even if accompanied by their sponsor). These sections are reserved for KAJ members only. 

  
Ø KAJ Krewe Members walking the parade route must stay with the float until the end of the parade 

route and the “all clear” is given by the Batista Security Captain to be released. 
 

Ø All members and guests of KAJ are expected to conduct themselves in such a manner as not to 
bring discredit upon themselves, their families, or KAJ. This includes the use of illegal drugs, drunk 
and disorderly                   conduct, and unlawful behavior. Sponsors may face consequences for any 
inappropriate actions or behavior exhibited by their guests. 

 
Ø For the safety of all, members and guests must comply with any and all Security, Parade 

Marshall, or KAJ Board Member requests and directives. Failure to comply may result in 
removal from the parade and denial of future parade participation with KAJ. 
 

Ø Have fun but do not go overboard with alcohol. 
 

Ø Do NOT expose yourself. 
 

Ø There are no "saved" spots on the float. 
 

Ø Be respectful of Law Enforcement. 
 

Ø Smile and Seize the Moment! 

NOTE: Anyone riding the float must remain on the float at the end of the parade route and must stay on 
the float until the float reaches the Parade Official’s designated area to disembark safely, where the 
“all clear” will be given by the Batista Boys Security Captain before being permitted to exit the float. 
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
